Edwards.

David, John Bartosz, Brian Jopek from the Lakeland Times and Eric Johnson 
from FYI News. 
 This meeting was properly noticed as required by law. 
 Motion by Mrs. Schwanebeck seconded by Guy David to approve the 
agenda.  Motion carried. 
 The clerk read the minutes from the April 10, 2012 Annual Town 
Meeting.  Motion by Bonita David seconded by Francis Chartier to approve the 
minutes as read.  The motion carried. 
 Chairman Gaulke read the 2012 financial results.  
Questions were asked regarding budget items for roads/winter, fire 
department, insurance and benefits. Chairman Gaulke responded.  Questions 
regarding road maintenance, upcoming Hwy 47 road construction, meeting 
notice publication procedure, designated snowmobile routes, time of regular 
Town Board meetings were asked of the board.  Chairman Gaulke responded to 
the questions.  There was a question regarding an agenda item for “public 
comments” on Town Board agendas.  This will be put on a future Town Board 
meeting agenda. Question regarding Annual Town Meeting agendas and the 
time and dates of future Annual Town Meetings was presented.  The date for 
the Annual Town Meeting is set by statute and can only be changed within 
certain parameters by a vote of the electors. The time for the meeting is set by 
the Town Board.   

Hearing none he 
asked for a motion to adjourn the 2013 Lac du Flambeau Annual Town Meeting 
at 3:30 p.m.  Motion by Annie Chartier seconded by Bonita David to adjourn the 
Annual Town Meeting.
