Motion by Mr. Mayer seconded by Mrs. Schwanebeck to
accept the treasurer’s report as presented. Motion carried.

Revised Citation Ordinance 95-02D: Attorney Harrold was unable to get
the revised citation ordinance completed before this meeting so this item will
be tabled until our next board meeting on 11/02/2016.

Vilas County Delinquent land parcels: John Gagnon from the Vilas County
Forestry, Recreation and Land Dept. attended our meeting to explain that
there are several tax delinquent land parcels 10-880 706 Peace Pipe Lane,
#10-777, #10-783, #10-784 between N. Indian Village Rd and STH 47, #10-1989
14258 W STH 70. He has prepared a brief outline explaining it allows the town
to gain possession if they wish to do so. Some of these parcels could have
some environmental issues on them and at this time we do not know what
the town liability would be for clean-up of these parcels if the town would
take possession. Further environmental studies can be quite costly.

Motion by Mr. Mayer seconded by Mrs. Schwanebeck to convey to the
county that the town is not interested in these parcels at this time.
